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                   Collect a variety of leaves. 

Select two leaves and remove the leaf stalks. 

Overlap the leaves and pin together using one of leaf stalks. 

Take another leaf, remove the leaf stalk, and pin. 

Keep going, adding one leaf at a time until there are 

enough joined together to go around your head.

Alternatively, prepare your crown at home: 

Cut a strip of card, long enough to go around your head. 

Add a strip of double-sided tape and then  

staple or tape the card to the right size. 

Take your crown with you on your walk, decorating it by  

adding leaves to the double-sided sticky tape as you go. 
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
