SWIM LESSON PARTICIPANTS / PARENTS CODE OF CONDUCT AND RULES
This is a summary only.

Participants should: 

• Arrive on time – for pool safety reasons pupils are requested to be present on the pool side no more than 2 minutes before their lesson.
• Have used the bathroom and have blown their nose (if needed) before the start of the lesson.

• Shower both before and after the lesson.
• Store clothes and personal belongings in a locker. (Please do not leave clothing in a cubicle or on the poolside).
• Adhere to the general ‘Pool Rules’
• Wait until greeted by the Swim Coach, who will take a register, before entering the water.

• Pay attention to the Coach at all times.

• Leave the pool at the end of the lesson.  Participants may join their family for a swim session after the lesson if a swim has been paid for and   correct wristband worn.
Parents / Guardian:

• If your child is under 8 years old, you must remain in the building (and be easily contactable) at all times during the swimming lesson.
• Please be available to take your child to the toilet if required during the session and to collect them at the end of the lesson.
• Only Parents accompanying children under 5 years old are permitted on the poolside and should make their way to the lesson by walking around the outer edges of the pool hall and NOT directly between the Main Pool and Learner Pool.  Parents of older children are NOT allowed on the poolside unless invited or in the event of an emergency.   No unauthorised personnel will be permitted on the pool side. 

• If your child has been or feels ill, suffered sickness or diarrhea etc. in the past 48 hours, please consider that it may be better for your child not to attend their lesson this week.

• Parents / guardians are advised to bring participants to the pool at least once a week between lessons to practice what they have been taught.
Unfortunately, due to time restrictions and Health & Safety practices, Swim Coaches cannot have discussions on the poolside.  If you need to speak with a coach, please contact reception.  Your message and details will be passed on to the coach who will contact you.  Please do not distract the Swim Coach, at any time, whilst they are in charge of a swimming group.
