Marble Arch Caves
Tour

The Cave Tour is approximately 75
minutes long.

The tour consists of an
underground boat trip followed by
a walking tour.

The tour is led by a trained guide
and involves getting on and off a
subterranean boat, walking along
discrete lit pathways and
negotiating hand railed steps. The
steps have see-through panels
between them in certain sections.

The show cave is not accessible
for wheelchairs, pushchairs or
prams.

Once in the Caves you will notice
a change in light (from daylight to
darker conditions).

It will also be a lot cooler.

You will also experience an echo
of people talking.
